Their India Library Project received Matching Grant funding during the year, and they also received a
Simplified Grant for the Alternative House Emergency Teen Shelter Meals and Mentoring project. McLean
also received three other matching grants: Swaziland AIDS/HIV Orphanage, Dominican Republic
Children’s Library, and Guatemala Surgical Suites Project.

District 7690, North Carolina (Zone 33), is
the FIRST DISTRICT in the WORLD to
be certified as a 100 percent PHF District.

RC in Lebanon for a Matching Grant to fund a New Generator
to supply electricity to the Abey-National Rehabilitation
Center. This Center provides professional and healthcare to
address Special Needs for Children with disabilities ranging in
age between 3-18 Years. This is the only center that provides
such mental & physical support for the extremely isolated Mountain Region in Lebanon.

What is a Revolving Loan Project? - Revolving loan projects, also
called microcredit or village banking, are projects that organize low-income
persons, usually women, to borrow money, animals or equipment to facilitate

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small economic self-help enterprises. Rotary uses the term “revolving loan” because the funds continue to
revolve: Funds are loaned to beneficiaries, repaid, and loaned again, hopefully in perpetuity. Grant funds
may be used for revolving loan capital for up to US$10,000 per credit group. One grant may support
multiple credit groups – a group of ten to thirty borrowers, usually women, organized, educated and trained
in the rudiments of saving, credit and entrepreneurship, who cross-guarantee each others’ loans to ensure
repayment to the fund. Revolving Loans may be implemented using Matching Grants, District Simplified
Grants, or 3-H Grants. Revolving Loan applications can be submitted between 1 July and 31 March of any
given Rotary year. If you have questions, contact:
