Remember to 
register the incoming chair on Rotary 
Internationalôs data base to ensure the chair has 

access to Foundation reports beginning July 1! 

4.  President-Elect meets with incoming 
Treasurer and incoming Foundation Chair to 
discuss the collection of TRF donations through 
club dues and the submission by the club of 
quarterly donation checks and Multiple Donor 

Forms to TRF.

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Saving Premature Babies from Death.  

For many years, more than 10,000 premature-
birth infants died annually in rural Ukraine 
hospitals.  Many of those infant deaths could 
have been prevented if the hospitals had  
operating incubators.  Responding to this critical 
need, the Rotary Clubs of Ashburn, McLean, 
and Vienna, Virginia , formed a partnership with 
the Kyiv Multinational Rotary Club and the 
Rotary Club of Courtenay, Canada , to sponsor 
two separate matching grants that will provide 
neonatal incubators for five rural Ukrainian 
hospitals.  The projects will replace incubators 
that are up to three decades old.  Each incubator 
will treat as many as 80 children annually, 
greatly reducing the number of avoidable deaths 
for infants in the five rural hospitals. 

Giving Orphans Hope.  

The Rotary Club of Ashburn, Virginia, in 
partnership with the Rotary Club of Kirovograd, 
Ukraine, has embarked on a project to improve 
the lives of 128 orphans, ages 6 to 18, living at 
the Rivne Orphanage in Ukraine.  The project 
will purchase and install laundry and kitchen 
appliances to improve the health and sanitation 
of the children living at the orphanage.  Total 
cost of the equipment and appliances is 
$24,654, which was made possible through a 
Matching Grant from The Rotary Foundation, 
thanks to the generous support of Rotary 
Districts 7610 and 2230 (Poland, Belarus, 
Ukraine) and the Rotary Clubs of Kyiv 
Multinational, Baileys Crossroads, McLean, 
Reston, Stafford, West Springfield, 
Tappahannock, Burke, Chalakudy South 

(India), and Ghaziabad Central (India) . 

Improving Access for the Disabled.  

The Rotary Club of Alexandria , in partnership 
with the Rotary Club of Odessa , purchased a 
$24,000 mini-bus, with an automated lift, to 
improve transportation options for persons with 
disabilities.  The mini-bus will improve access to 
physical therapy and medical treatment.  The 
Matching Grant project was an outgrowth of the 
Alexandria Clubôs participation in and 
sponsorship of an Open World program, during 
which Alexandria Rotarians hosted a vocational 
and cultural exchange team from Ukraine.

Rotary Peace Fellows are leaders promoting national and 
international cooperation, peace, and the successful resolution of 
conflict throughout their lives, in their careers, and through 
service activities. Fellows can earn either a masterôs degree in 
international relations, public administration, sustainable 
development, peace studies, conflict resolution, or a related field, 
or a professional development certificate in peace and conflict 

resolution. 

Eligibility criteria  

A strong commitment to international understanding and 

peace demonstrated through professional and academic 

achievements and personal and community service activities 

A bachelorôs degree or commensurate experience as a 

minimum, with strong academic achievement 

A minimum of three yearsô combined paid or unpaid full-time 

relevant work experience (masterôs degree) or five yearsô 
relevant work experience with current full-time employment in a 
mid- to upper-level position (professional development 

certificate) 

Proficiency in a second language (masterôs degree) or in 

English (professional development certificate) 

Strong leadership skills 

Individuals applying immediately after obtaining an 
undergraduate degree are generally not strong candidates for 
Rotary Peace Fellowships. People with disabilities and members 
of Rotaract clubs are eligible and encouraged to 
apply.  Individuals who previously participated in the 
Ambassadorial Scholarships program, or were  Peace 
Fellows  in the professional development program at 
Chulalongkorn University,  Bangkok, Thailand, are required to 
wait three full years before applying for a master's degree 
fellowship. Individuals who participated in the Rotary Peace 
Centers master's degree program are not eligible for the 

professional development program at Chulalongkorn University.   

Application process  

The fellowship application and selection process consists of 
three levels: club, district, and world. There is no limit to the 
number of qualified candidates a club and/or district may submit 

to the world competition.  

Club level.  Individual Rotary clubs initially screen and select 
fellowship applications to forward to the district level for 
competition.  A club's deadline for receiving applications is April 

30, 2011. 

District level. The District 7610 deadline for receiving complete 
applications from a club is May 14.  The District Committee will 

conduct interviews of applicants on Friday, June 17, 2011.  

World level. Each Rotary district submits candidatesô 
applications to the Foundation on or before 1 July. The world-
level selection committee includes Trustees-appointed Rotarians 
and representatives from the university partners. The Foundation 
will inform candidates and districts about final selection decisions 

in November.

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In response to the massive earthquake and tsunami that 
struck Japan on 11 March, The Rotary Foundation has 
established the Rotary Japan 2011 Disaster Recovery Fund, 
which will support long-term recovery projects in affected 

areas.  

Rotarians and non-Rotarians can donate online. Clubs and 
districts can contribute cash and District Designated Fund 
(DDF) allocations to the fund. The deadline for contributing to 

the fund is 31 December 2011. 

The 9.0-magnitude quake, Japan's largest in history, and the 
tsunami that followed, caused widespread devastation, 
paralyzing much of the northern coast. More than 10,000 
people have been killed, and thousands are missing. Millions 
have been left without clean water or power, and at least 

550,000 people have been forced from their homes.  

A series of explosions at the Fukushima Daiichi nuclear 
power plant, 140 miles northeast of Tokyo, damaged 
reactors and forced the evacuation of tens of thousands. The 
Japanese government is working to contain the situation. 
Damage from the earthquake and tsunami is estimated at 

US$170 billion.  

RI President-nominee Sakuji Tanaka, of the Rotary Club of 
Yashio, Saitama, was in Lisbon, Portugal, on Rotary 
business during the disasters. He was able to reach his wife, 

Kyoko, on the phone to confirm her safety.  

"She said it was the most horrifying experience she'd ever 
had," says Tanaka. "The northern region of Japan is still in 
chaos. We are unsure when this chaos will end or when 
things will get better. However, I am most thankful to know 

that Rotarians around the world care for us."  

Japanese RI directors Masaomi Kondo and Masahiro 
Kuroda, as well as staff at Rotary International's Japan office, 

are confirmed to be safe.  

Rotary clubs and districts worldwide are mobilizing efforts to 

bring urgently needed aid to victims.  

"I've received many messages from Rotarians all over the 
world," says Noriko Futagami, the Public Image Resource 
Group coordinator for Zone 2. "I also have reports that 
Rotary clubs have begun to start planning projects for 
immediate help. Unfortunately, there are many Rotarians and 
families who haven't been able to be contacted. Rotarians in 

Japan worry for their safety."  

The Rotary Japan Disaster Recovery Fund has raised 

more than US$500,000 as of 25 March.

The funds will help fund a Rotary Foundation Matching 
Grant project in South Africa.  The first event, held in 2010, 
helped fund the completion of a multi-year, multiple Matching 
Grant project to bring clean water to the village of Wum, 

Cameroon.

University of Virginia Engineering School students, who are 
actively engaged in both projects, gain experience in project 
management, scheduling, budgeting and implementation in a 
multidisciplinary and inter-cultural, global context.  The projects 
also achieve Rotaryôs international service objectives by providing 

sustainable clean water and sanitation.  

The event was held at the Farmington Country Club with 
cocktails, dinner, a silent auction and  African drumming and 
dancing. Even Governor-elect Jon Allan could not resist the 
magnetic sound of the African drums, as he gave his 

interpretation of a traditional African dance (above). 

The projects provide a critical, life-sustaining resource: clean 
water.  The need for clean water remains a pressing global 
concern. Three billion people lack clean water and sanitation, 
resulting in millions of avoidable deaths each year.   The World 
Health Organization reports that each day 10,000 children under 

the age of five die as a result of water-borne disease.  

Tom Dunnells, of the Charlottesville club observed, ñIf you are 
thinking of a club project and want the greatest impact on saving 
lives for the least amount of money, water projects are the way to 

go.ò 

Over the past ten years, Rotarians have contributed $89 million to 
water projects, with most of those projects funded through 
programs of The Rotary Foundation.  Thanks in part to these 
efforts, and Rotariansô continued willingness to support the 
Annual Programs Fund through annual giving, the death rate of 

children under five has dropped by more than twenty-five percent.

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After more than 25 years of hard work, Rotary and its 
partners are now "This Close" to eradicating polio, and a 
wide array of public figures and celebrities have signed on 
to help Rotary spread the word. Headlined by Microsoft 
Corp. Chairman Bill Gates, this diverse lineup of influential 
leaders and personalities includes Archbishop Emeritus 
Desmond Tutu, action movie star Jackie Chan, 
conservationist Jane Goodall, premier violinist Itzhak 
Perlman, Grammy Award winners A.R. Rahman, Angelique 
Kidjo and Ziggy Marley, golfing great Jack Nicklaus, and 

peace advocate Queen Noor of Jordan.  

In a series of print, broadcast and outdoor public service 
advertisements each celebrity uses a simple hand gesture 
to show Rotary is "This Close" to wiping out polio 
worldwide. Nicklaus, Perlman and Tutu are themselves 
survivors of this crippling disease. Broadcast television 
commercials feature a mix of celebrities and non-celebrities 
around the world saying, "We are this close to making 
history. We are this close to changing the world. We are 

this close to ending polio.  All we need is you." 

Rotarians can help Rotary achieve its goal of a polio-free 
world by using the public service announcements, which 
explain that "we're this close to ending polio." Television 
versions are now available in English, French, German, 
Italian, Japanese, Korean, Portuguese, and Spanish. A 
radio version also is available in English, with other 

languages to follow.  

In late February, the campaign began offering an online, 
interactive feature--thisclose.net--that allows individual 

Rotarians and members of the general public to 
personalize ñThis Closeò ads with their own names and 

faces.  

Rotary clubs can use the ads within their communities to 
increase awareness of and support for Rotaryôs US$200 
Million Challenge, the ongoing effort to raise $200 million 
for polio eradication to match $355 million in challenge 

grants from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.  

Clubs and districts are encouraged to customize the ñThis 
Closeò ads to help promote their own polio fundraising 
efforts, and to seek donated or discounted placements from 
their local newspapers, outdoor advertising companies, and 
television and radio stations. The materials complement the
