the following club recognition opportunities for supporting The Rotary Foundation? 

100 % EVERY ROTARIAN EVERY YEAR CLUB - This banner is awarded to clubs that 
achieve a minimum $100 per capita and 100% participation with every active member 
contributing some amount to the Annual Programs Fund during the Rotary year. This 
annual banner recognition is awarded at the conclusion of the Rotary year, and is based 

on active membership as of June 30. 

100 % ROTARY FOUNDATION SUSTAINING MEMBER CLUB - Rotary clubs are 
recognized for achieving a $100 per capita and for every active member of the club 
personally contributing $100 or more to the Annual Programs Fund during the Rotary 
year. This annual banner recognition is awarded at the conclusion of the Rotary year, 

and is based on active membership as of June 30. 

TOP THREE PER CAPITA IN APF GIVING - Banners are given to the top three per 
capita giving clubs in each district to the Annual Programs Fund. This annual banner 
recognition is awarded at the conclusion of the Rotary year.  Annually, both large and 
small clubs in District 7610 have received per capita giving banners from The Rotary 

Foundation.  Will your club achieve this distinction for 2011-12?  

100 % PAUL HARRIS FELLOW CLUB - To be eligible, every active member of the 
club must be a Paul Harris Fellow at the time banner recognition is requested. In 
addition to the banner, the clubôs name is included on the list of 100% Paul Harris 
Fellow Clubs available on the RI website. This one-time only banner recognition is 
awarded throughout the Rotary year. Additionally, through a separate banner program, 

District 7610 annually recognizes clubs that attain 100% PHF Club status. 

TRIPLE CROWN CLUB - To be eligible, every active member of the club must be a 
Paul Harris Fellow, Sustaining member, and Benefactor at the time the banner 
recognition is requested. This is a District recognition program. Will your club be the first 
ñTriple Crown Clubò?  Individual Rotarians who are Sustaining Members, Paul Harris 

Fellows, and Benefactors are also eligible to receive the Triple Crown pin. 

Please also remember: For your club to be eligible this year for the RI Presidential 
Citation and club banner patch, the club must meet two components of TRF 
participation, as reflected on TRF reports by March 31, 2012:  100% Annual Programs 
Fund participation (every active member personally contributes some amount between 
1 July 2011 and 31 March 2012); and US$100 minimum per capita in club contributions 

to Annual Programs Fund.
