President -elect John Kenny in his RI theme  and 
emphases .  "They are areas in which Rotary service 

has been the most effective and had the greatest 
impact in past years and decades," Estess said, 

"and where we should be focusing our efforts in the 

years and decades to come."  

"We try to do the most good we can, wherever we 

are, with what we have," he said. "And that is why 
our Rotary Foundation has a simple motto: Doing

year budget during their April 2009 

meeting:  

Å The Foundation will not award 

new Volunteer Service Grants, 
Rotary Grants for University 
Teachers, or Cultural and Multi -Year 

Ambassadorial Scholars. Under the 
Future Vision Plan these programs 

a re  a l r e a d y  s l a t e d  t o  b e 
discontinued after the 2010 -11 awards 

year.  

Å The World Fund allocations for Matching 

Grants and Health, Hunger and Humanity (3 -
H) Grants were reduced, and 3 -H grants will 

only fund new projects that are part of the 

USAID alliance to improve water and 
sanitation.  [Important Notice: Clubs are 

encouraged to submit their Matching 
Grant applications as soon as 

possible this year ðby August 1, if 

p o s s i b l e ða s  T h e  R o t a r y 
Foundation will likely run out of 

funds for grants before the 

October Trusteesô meeting.]
