The mission of The Rotary Foundation is to 
enable Rotarians to advance world 
understanding, goodwill and peace through the 
improvement of health, the support of education 
and the alleviation of poverty.  The Annual 
Programs Fund (APF) allows Rotarians to make 
a difference world wide.  All of your contributions 
to this fund are spent on quality Rotary projects. 

As we are rapidly approaching the mid-point of 
our Rotary year it is a good time to check-in and 
see how we are doing and recognize those clubs 
that have already made significant contributions. 
During the first four months of our Rotary year, 
$81,934.90 has been contributed to the APF.   

Thirty-eight of our 54 clubs have made 
contributions to the APF.  The Fredericksburg 
Club leads the way with over $10,000 in 
contributions already this year! Six clubs have 
contributed more than $5,000.  They are:  
Bailey's Crossroads, Blue Ridge Mountains, 
Fredericksburg, Rappahannock-Fredericksburg, 
Vienna, and West Springfield. 

Nine clubs have already reached more than 50% 
of their goal for APF giving.  Congratulations to:  
West Springfield (88%), Caroline County (85%), 
Fredericksburg (81%), West Point (80%), 
Orange (79%), Springfield (78%), Mt. Vernon 
(74%), Rosslyn-Fort Myer (55%), and Gainesville
-Haymarket (54%). 

Although we are well on our way with our APF 
giving, we have a ways to go to reach the clubsô 

combined goal of $375,889.  

This is the time to make final charitable 
contributions for the 2011 tax year. For Rotarians 
aged 70 1/2 or older, charitable gifts that come 
from Individual Retirement Accounts (IRAs) 
provide tax savings again this year.  The Tax 
R e l i e f ,  U n e m p l o y m e n t  I n s u r a n c e 
Reauthorization, and Job Creation Act of 2010 
allows charitable distributions made from an IRA 
to be excluded from gross income. This 
opportunity will expire December 31, 2011.  To 
make a gift to The Rotary Foundation from your 
IRA, download the IRA transfer forms, or contact 
Planned Giving at plannedgiving@rotary.org for 
more information.  

November is Rotary Foundation Month.  It is the 
perfect time to reflect on all the good work that is 
done with funding from the Annual Programs 
Fund.  It is also the perfect time to be sure 
individuals  and clubs that have not contributed 
to the APF do so at this time.  There is so much 
work to be done in our communities and in the 
world.

Baileys Crossroads was recognized as one of the 
clubs achieving 100% Sustaining Member, EREY 

and Polio Challenge recognition.

Five District 7610 clubs have come 
together to work as a coalition to 
combat the existing water and 
sanitation epidemic that exists in 
Sub-Saharan Africa.  The five clubs 
that make up the District 7610 H20 
committeeðBaileyôs Crossroads, 
Dulles International Airport, 
Leesburg (Evening), Tysons 
Corner, and Viennaðreferred to 
themselves as the ñGang of Fiveò.  
One of the first initiatives that the 
Gang of Five has undertaken is a 
fact-finding and feasibility mission 
to Zambia.  Fred Jennings, an 
engineer and Dulles Rotarian 

traveled to Zambia on behalf of the five clubs during the last week of 
June.   Fredôs successful due-diligence trip is documented on DVD 
and will be shown at District Rotary meetings. 

Although this is the first year for the Gang of Five, the Dulles Rotary 
Club has had success using Matching Grants for three consecutive 
years.  District 7610 and The Rotary Foundation have been key 
partners that have, to date, provided eleven bore holes, which 
translates to eleven schools/villages having a clean reliable water 
source.    Building on past successes we have now added a new 
element to the process.  At first, the Dulles Rotary Club focused on 
supplying water only, as that was the immediate need seen by the 
ñboots on the groundò. This has had and continues to have an 
immediate positive impact on schools and surrounding villages.   Now 
with four new clubs in the Gang of Five, and a useful meeting here in 
Virginia with one of the bore hole contractors, as well as Fred 
Jenningsô findings the clubs realize they also need to tackle 
sanitation. 

The Gang of Fiveôs very first grant, submitted last month, will supply a 
borehole and four toilets at each of three different schools (3 bore 
holes and twelve toilets in all).  The schools are located in the Masaiti 

Education school district in the copperbelt of the Republic of Zambia.  
This school district is adjacent to the district where Dulles Rotary Club 
has been working.   

The Gang of Five is getting ready to submit a second grant.  This 
grant is on a smaller scale, but in some ways may have even greater 
long-term value.  The project is a borehole and three toilets at the 
Mpashya Orphanage, about 100 kilometers east of the capital of 
Lusaka, Zambia.  The orphans are being educated and working a 
farm at a location with no clean water.  Without water hygiene an 
ongoing issue and the farm has not been economically viable.  The 
Gang of Five plans to first get them clean water and toilets.  Later 
they may seek a water source to enable economic benefit from the 
farm, hoping to  fund higher education for the orphans.  The orphans 
currently stay on the farm after graduating with a high school diploma. 

Although, they are called the Gang of Five and currently have five 
clubs, they are open to expansion and would like to include other 
clubs within our District in the future.  They will continue to share 
exciting news with District 7610 Rotarians as they put their strategic 
plan to work.  If your club would like to join this coalition, please 
contact the International Committee Chair from the Baileyôs, Dulles, 
Leesburg, Tysonôs, or Vienna Clubs, or e-mail Andrew Wade at  
andrewdwade@gmail.com.

Advertise the triple crown. Arrange with DG for pins to 

be presented. 

Create a positive thinking Thank You chart to display at 

all meetings. 

Plan a fun Foundation Annual Giving event - Silent 

Auction where proceeds go to Foundation. 

Plan a Family Night or Charter Night with recognition of 

each memberôs Foundation giving.  
 

Make Giving Easy: 

Use Matching points to make members PHF, as there 

are lots available if you need some. 

Encourage TRF Direct. 

Have a Foundation Initiation Fee for new members of 

$100. 

Fill out the forms for your members. 

Encourage either a $100  or a ó$25 per quarterô billing 

on dues invoices. 

Take advantage of Electronic billing. 

Get a $84 per month pledge for PHS members to 

become a PHF in one year, every year.
