unfortunate circumstances that people find themselves in 
around the world.  Becoming a human rights attorney 
would be one of the first steps on my path towards the 

goal of ensuring social justice for all,ò Brittany said. 

Brittany plans to study anthropology and sociology as an 
Ambassadorial Scholar.  Her interest in law caused her to 
seek a better understanding of how to interact with 
different cultures, promote cultural understanding, and 

the developmental needs of society. 

ñWhile abroad, I intend to commit to community service 
projects that raise awareness, help alleviate poverty and 
improve education.

Reagan Thompson has worked in Africa, taught English 
to children in China, and organized a camp for native 
Americans in Oklahoma.  While studying as a Rotary 
scholar, she intends to live the ideal of ñService Above 
Selfò by helping desperately poor Chinese children to 
have a chance to go to school.  She hopes to continue 
fieldwork in China to address educational disparities 
among Chinaôs immense population, especially the 100 
million people currently living in poverty.  She hopes to 
develop a program of matching donors with poor rural 
students to encourage enrollment and attendance 

through a conditional cash transfer system. 

This summer, Reagan traveled with Stanfordôs Rural 
Education Action Project team to Beijing for a research 
trip investigating the reasons behind low middle school 
completion rates.  Reagan was one of three Stanford 
students to work in Beijing and rural Shanxi to look into 
how parents decide whether to send their child to higher 

levels of schooling. 

In 2009, Reagan taught English and computer skills to 
middle school students and teachers in DaTong, China, a 
rural village in the Qinghai Province near Tibet.  ñWhat 
struck me most was the great potential of these students, 
despite the vast gap in opportunities between the urban 

and rural populations,ò Reagan said.   

During the same summer, Reagan also interned for ten 
weeks at the U.S. Department of Stateôs China desk.  ñI 
got to see how real diplomacy works and what 
government-to-government relations between the two 

countries looks like,ò said Reagan. 

After she completes her studies, Reaganôs goal will be to 
work for the State Department, where she has interned 
for three summers, or U.S. Agency for International 
Development to support American aid and diplomatic 

efforts overseas.

Meet Helen Varouhas, District 7610 Peace Fellow Nominee 

Varouhas nominated to attend Rotaryôs Peace Fellow Professional Certificate Program in Thailand. 

ñTraining people and communities on effective conflict 
resolution methods for the prevention and/or mitigation of 
violence is my true passion!ò wrote Helen Varouhas in 
her application for the Rotary Peace Fellowship 
Professional Certificate Program at Chulalongkorn 

University in Thailand.  

Born and raised in northeast Ohio, Helen is a first-
generation Greek-American, who grew up in a bi-lingual 
household with very traditional standards.  What she 
sees as her parentsô tumultuous climb from poverty into 
success motivates her to give back to people who face 
the same political, social and economic situations as her 

parents did in the post-World War II era.  

Her vision is to create a community-oriented, civilian 
conflict mitigation system that has the capacity to 
prevent, handle and peacefully address conflict before 
and after violence erupts.   She wants to empower 
people to create peace and not to depend on a ethno-
guarantor to resolve their problems. Her proposed areas 
of concentration are community mediation, reconciliation 
and forgiveness, and leadership development among 

youth.   

Beginning in 2003, Helen has been promoting public 
diplomacy projects through the U.S. Department of State 
and economic growth projects through the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture.  Through the Bureau of 
Education and Cultural Affairs (ECA), International 
Visitors Division she coordinated multiple, short-term 

international exchanges between foreign delegations 
from developing countries to their U.S. counterparts; 
helped to organize a national conference to promote the 
successes of ECA and provide further training to their 
U.S. volunteer corps; and coordinated a peace building 
forum.  On behalf of the U.S. Department of Agriculture, 
she collaborates with partners to plan and implement 

strategic agricultural technical assistance projects. 
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District Simplified Grant Projects Receive $33,900 in Funding.  
Twenty humanitarian community and international projects receive funding. 

This Rotary year, the District Simplified Grant program received 
23 applications with the participation of 51 clubs for a total 
requested amount of $48,200. This year, District 7610 received 
the maximum amount grant available to fund projects, which was 
$33,900.  This amount was based on the amount of Annual 
Giving Contributions donated by Rotarians and friends of Rotary 

in Rotary Year 2008-09.  

Of the 23 applications, five were team efforts with 2 to 12 Clubs 
participating per team. Four Clubs participated in multiple 
projects, and these Clubs provided their priority projects with 
respect to funding from DSG.  With respect to Clubs that are 
participating in multiple projects, only one project per club was 
funded. This funding decision was based on the priority list 
provided by these Clubs, and taking into consideration the 

available DSG funds.  

The projects were reviewed internally and the projects were rated 
based on the criteria established by the Rotary Foundation. This 

year, the DSG program received a large number of applications 

with strong overall ratings and compelling humanitarian needs.   

Since the District had received a large number of excellent DSG 
proposals, with the limited DSG funds available, the DSG 
program this year could recommend funding projects at a lower 
level than requested. This lower level funding is not a reflection 
of the quality of the projects submitted. The level of funding was 
based on the viability of the project with the reduced funds, 
humanitarian needs, Rotarian participation and overall rating of 
the project. The DSG program sincerely hopes that these 
projects could achieve overall stated goals and core 
humanitarian needs with the reduced funding from the DSG 

program.

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TRF Matching Grant Improves Life for Orphans in Rivne, Ukraine.  
Multi-Club sponsored project improves health and hygiene for 128 orphans. 

The Rotary Club of Ashburn, Virginia, in partnership with 
the Rotary Club of Kirovograd, Ukraine, recently completed 
a year-long project that has improved the lives of 128 
orphans, ages 6 to 18 years, living at the Rivne Orphanage 
in the Kirovograd region of Ukraine.  The humanitarian 
project was funded by a Matching Grant awarded by The 

Rotary Foundation.   

The Matching Grant was supported by  twelve Rotary 
Clubs in three countries (Ukraine, United States, and India) 
and by District 7610 (Virginia, USA) and District 2230 
(Poland, Belarus, and Ukraine).  In 2006, Rotary Districts 
7610 and 2230 participated in a Group Study Exchange, 
which helped foster the collaboration between our two 
districts.  Both Districts donated District Designated Funds 
(DDF) to support the  orphanage project.  Districts receive 

DDF each year based on the amount of donations made by 
Rotarians and friends of Rotary to Annual Programs Fund 
(APF).  Half of all AFP donations that we contribute this 

year, will be available as DDF to District 7610 in 2014-15.  

The project for the Rivne Orphanage purchased and 
installed laundry and kitchen appliances and medical 
equipment to improve the health and sanitation of the 

children living at the orphanage.  

The total cost of the equipment and appliances was more 
than $25,000, which was funded with the generous support 
of twelve Virginia and international clubs and two districts, 

including:

(Ukraine)

personal to my family.  In 2003, my wife and I adopted our 
son from the Kirovohrad baby orphanage.  Isaac is now 
10,ò Mills continued. ñHad he not been adopted, he very 
likely would now be living in the Rivne Orphanage.  We 
greatly appreciate the support of District 7610 Rotarians 
who are improving the lives of some of the same children 
with whom Isaac lived and played back in Kirovohrad.
