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A Suggestion for Setting Your Clubôs Annual Giving 
Foundation Goal for 2013-14 
Goal-setting is one key to a successful year.

A clubôs goal for giving to the Annual FundðSHARE 
is typically set by the clubôs incoming Board of 
Directors.  This goal is then provided to The Rotary 
Foundation through the district at PETS by the club 
president-elect.  Although such a goal can be 
changed during the Rotary year, in most instances, it 
makes sense to set a challenging but achievable 

goal, and then to stick with it. 

A general suggestion for setting a challenging but achievable goal is to base it on your clubôs 
giving history to the Annual Fund.  The ñClub Fundraising Analysisò document is a 
recommended way to do this.  Your Area Foundation Advisor has your clubôs Fundraising 

Analysis and can make it available to you. 

The Club Fundraising Analysis is a one-page document that (among other things) shows your 
clubôs giving history for the last four complete years (2008-09, 2009-2010, 2010-11 and 2011-
12), plus your history to date for the current year (2012-13).  Since the current year data are 

incomplete, ignore that year for goal-setting purposes.    

Because giving amounts vary from year-to-year based on a number of factors, averaging the 
last four complete years tends to even out such variations.  The Club Fundraising Analysis for 
your club already does this calculation for you, referring to it as your ñ4-Year Benchmarkò.  
This benchmark amount is reflected in the documentôs chart as a straight line and the specific 
amount is enumerated in a note just below the chart.  Most would agree that a recent four-
year average is achievable since it reflects what has been achieved in the near past.  Adding 
an extra amount to that average (such as 10%) provides the challenge, giving rise to a 

challenging but achievable goal. 

In summary, District 7610 suggests that your club establish its Rotary Foundation 
Annual Giving goal for 2013-14 by adding 10% to your clubõs prior contributions 
averaged over the last four complete years.

This web site is the new home for all 
Rotary grants information.  Looking to learn about the new grant system?  Apply for a grant?  Get information on managing your 

grant?  You'll find it all here. 

The Rotary Foundation has changed how Rotary grants are structured.  This new system (previously known as Future Vision) focuses 
primarily on three grant typesðdistrict, global, and packaged.  It is both more efficient and sustainable, and will help Rotary make a 

greater impact around the globe. 

In Grant Basics, you can learn more about the grants we offer to Rotarians and how to apply for them.  Our Learning & Reference 

section houses our extensive resource library, including useful reference documents, training materials, and much more. 

Creating an Account.  On the right hand side of the page, click on the ñsign inò button.   You will need your user ID and your 
password that you use for Member Access.  If you do not have an account, it is easy to create one.  Just click on the ñCreate Accountò 

button to be walked through the process. 

Why is an Account Necessary?  Creating an account gives you access to all content on Rotary Grants and makes it easier to find 

information thatôs relevant to you.   

Whatõs Next?  To learn more, click on the ñstart exploringò button in the upper right hand side of the page.  This takes you to the 

ñGrant Basicsò page with many helpful links and information to assist you. 

Global and Packaged Grants Available.  District 7610 clubs that are qualified and current in their reporting on existing Foundation 

grants can now start the application process for 2013-14 global and packaged grants online. 

Check it out! 

District Grants offer clubs flexibility in carrying out activities that support The Rotary Foundation's Mission. District Grants support 
short-term local or international projects that can be completed within the same Rotary Year.  District 7610 will receive 50 percent of 
its District Designated Fund (DDF) in one annual block grant for club District Grant projects. Each club may request up to $2,000.00 
for a District Grant project.  Partnerships among clubs are encouraged to amplify the impact of funds available to each participating 
club.  Each club will be required to contribute a minimum of ten percent of the funds requested by that club.  For example, if a club 
requests $2,000.00 for a project, the club must contribute a minimum of an additional $200.00 towards the funding of the project. 
Projects must adhere to the eligibility requirements as described in the Terms and Conditions for Rotary Foundation District Grants 

and Global Grants (PDF).  Activities are not required (but encouraged) to support the six Areas of Focus.  Find out more online. 

Grant Checklist. Your club should complete a Grant Checklist prior to completing the actual online Grant Application. The checklist is 
a duplicate of the online application but it is a Word document and can be SAVED to your PC. The online Grant Application is an "on-

screen" document and CANNOT be saved to your PC.  Click here for the District Grant Checklist Worksheet.  

Grant Application.  You can apply for a District Grant online at: http://www.rotary7610.org/2012DisGrantApp.html.  If you have 

questions about your application, ask the District Grants Chair, Joseph Akkara, here: APPLICATION QUESTION. 

Qualification Process.  Each club that has ñqualifiedò by attending a Grants Management Workshop and has signed and submitted 
the TRF and District 7610 Memoranda of Understanding may submit an application for a District Grant by March 15, 2013, to the 

District Grants Chair.  What are the qualifications? Click here to find out.  

Final Report.  Clubs must submit a final report to the District upon expenditure of the grant funds. Receipts for expenditures must be 
included with the report. Receipts should be scanned and submitted electronically to the Chair of District Grants Committee.

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Dear Rotarians in District 7610: 

I just want to acknowledge and thank you for the impact each of you is having on our annual giving efforts. The 
following results reflect the countless hours each of you put in weekly and especially during the busy holiday 
month of December. Your districtôs mid-year success is a reflection of the generosity of Rotarians in Virginia and 
the talented, committed District and Club leaders on the District 7610 Foundation Team with whom I feel 

privileged to work. 

Here at mid-year, December 31, District 7610 is 53 percent ahead of where you were with Annual Fund 
contributions for the same period in 2011-12. Your per capita as of December 31 was $146.22. While it is still 
early in the year, you are ranked #4 among all Rotary Districts in the Rotary world for Per Capita Giving, and 

District 7610 is ranked #1 in the United States. Congratulations and THANK YOU! 

Your total Annual Fund Contributions of $325,496 ranks you currently at #18 in the Rotary world (but every 
District ahead of you has more members). From January to June 2012, you raised $265,221. If your second 

half is on par with last year, your Annual Fund contributions could amount to nearly $600,000! 

Last yearôs per capita ended up at $216.15. With 2226 members, your per capita could grow this year.  

Your total contributions rank you #43 worldwide with $361,455. I know this includes a generous amount to 
Polio at a time when many districts have tapered off their polio fundraising. Thank you for the Bowl-A-thon 

and other gifts to our #1 Priority. 

65% of your members have given something to our Rotary Foundation this year and 32% are Sustaining 
Members. You currently have the highest number of Sustaining Members in Zone 33.  I hope you can inspire 
more clubs to achieve 100% EREY and 100% Sustaining Member recognition banners this year.  60 donors 
in 7610 are already PHS eligible and have given $1,000 or more. Your Paul Harris Society continues to 
provide a great base of your annual support. I am so enthused to see photos of new members each month in 
the District Foundation newsletter. Thank you for encouraging this level of generosity.  The number of new 
major donors has also grown, and District 7610 has a new Arch C. Klumph Society member in 7610. This is 

wonderful! 

Your efforts year-to-date make a major contribution in the race to reach The Rotary Foundationôs $120M world-

wide Annual Fund goal. This would not be the case if it were not for the dynamic progress of District 7610.  

Best of luck in the second half of this Rotary Year and many thanks! Your work and your generosity really do 

make our world a better place by creating Peace Through Service.
