Rotarian Peter Kyle was a 1973-74 Ambassadorial Scholar
sponsored by the Rotary Club of Wellington North, New
Zealand, to study law at the University of Virginia, in Char-
lottesville, Virginia, USA.

He has served as chair of The Ro-
tary Foundation Alumni Advisory Committee, co-chair of the 2012 Rotary
Alumni Celebration in Bangkok, chair of the 2015 Peace Symposium in
Sao Paulo, and currently chairs the Rotary Peace Centers Committee. He
is also a member of the RI/TRF Joint Committee on Partnerships and the
RPC Future Planning Committee. In 2010 he received the Rotary Global
Alumni Service to Humanity Award and last year was honored with the
TRF Citation for Meritorious Service. He is also the chairman emeritus of
Outward Bound International.

Julia Roig, President of PartnersGlobal, provides tech-
nical and strategic leadership within an international
network of 19 Partners’ affiliate Centers for Change and
Conflict Management. She represents the organization
within the foreign assistance community with a per-

sonal commitment to multi-lateralism and global cooperation. As Pres-
ident, Julia has solidified private sector partnerships to reach develop-
ment goals and is spearheading linkages with entertainment and adver-
tising industry leaders to support peacebuilding efforts. She has worked
closely with Rotary International on various peacebuilding outreach
efforts, speaking widely with clubs, helping to broker partnerships for
peacebuilding programs and teaching Rotary Peace Fellows real-world,
practical skills for peacebuilders.

The Rotary Foundation is the $1 billion charitable arm of Rotary International.
To mark the centennial, Rotary aims to raise $300 million by July 2017 for its
campaign to eradicate polio and for service in communities around the world.

Established in 1917 with a donation of $26.50, The Rotary Foundation is dedicat-
ed to advancing world understanding, goodwill, and peace. Through grants and
other resources, Rotary members develop sustainable projects that promote
peace, fight disease, provide clean water, support education, save mothers and
children, and grow local economies.

Rotary’s top priority is the global eradication of polio. Rotary launched its polio
immunization program, PolioPlus, in 1985 and in 1988 became a leading partner
in the Global Polio Eradication Initiative along with the World Health Organiza-
tion (WHOQ), the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and more recently, the Bill & Melinda
Gates Foundation.

Rotary has contributed more than $1.5 billion and countless volunteer hours to
eradicate polio. Through 2018, every dollar Rotary commits to polio eradication
will be matched 2-to-1 by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, up to $35 million
a year. Since the initiative began, the incidence of polio has plummeted by more
than 99.9 percent, from about 350,000 cases a year to less than 71 confirmed in
2015.

Rotary brings together a global network of volunteer leaders dedicated to tack-
ling the world’s most pressing humanitarian challenges. Rotary connects 1.2 mil-
lion members of more than 34,000 Rotary clubs in 200 countries and geograph-
ical areas. Rotary’s work improves lives at both the local and international levels,
from helping families in need in their own communities to working toward a
polio-free world.
